Reasons why we'd like to host the Grundtvig-assistant:

The presence of an assistant who teaches in his or her mother tongue is very much appreciated by
our students. It gives an extra dimension to the language lessons. Furthermore the exchange of
cultural experiences adds value to the lessons and to our centre. The assistant would be involved in
pronounciation exercises, idioms, informal language, knowledge of the country and the culture,
habits and customs of the country ... The assistant can help with the organisation and preparation of
extra-curricular activities and support the activities such as a movie or a play in the target language,
a school trip to a country where the target language is spoken, participate in meetings of the
language department and other local activities... The assistant will be supported by a mentor who is
also a language teacher. If the mother tongue is not the language taught by the mentor, another
language teacher will be appointed to guide and support the assistant. The assistant will be able to
teach in his or her mother tongue and will assist the language teacher with regard to cultural
information, idioms and informal or context-bound use of language.

Possible tasks for the Grundtvig assistant in our organisation:

The assistant will teach in his/her mother tongue and give an insight into the culture, language
idioms and informal and context-bound use of language. He/she will contribute to the organisation
of schooltrips to a country where the target language is spoken and will support extra-curriculur
activities.

He/she can also help with the (further) development of our e-learning platform.

Characteristics of the teachers / adult learners the Grundtvig assistant can be an assistant for:
The teachers are enthousiastic language teachers, who try to offer “the full package” to the adult
learners: language, culture, interaction, ... in an inspiring environment for adult learners. A native
speaker will be received with open arms and in exchange our teachers will gladly share their
expertise in language learning with the assistant.

The adult learners are enthousiastic, motivated and interested, and will definitely appreciate the
input of a native speaker.

We believe all parties involved will benefiet from this exchange.
